We are all somewhat familiar with the Rotary Foundation through the various projects that our Cub has been involved in over the years… Group Study Exchange, the Nepal water project, the school in Afghanistan, and hopefully in the not too distant future, the Bolivian water project.  We know that our Club makes a $1,000 donation annually to the Foundation’s “Annual Programs Fund”, members contribute $3 per quarter to Polio Plus, and that some members make larger personal donations. 
Each year, we ask members to participate in our annual poinsettia, chocolates and coffee sales, and all members do step up to the plate.  The $14,000 raised is used to fund a variety of programs, including high school scholarships, the student exchange program, the recent Library renovation project, and Literacy Volunteers, just to name a few.
